2/7/02 Minutes

1. Bob Austin/Rollie - Quarterly Review Reports

· First look at 2002 to Final 2001 all standard reports in place

· 2001 is final w/9 pending procurement packages

· 2001 carry forward moved into 2002 - 0 balances

· $71 million carry forward includes systemwide projects

· $9 million possible projects

· $9 million overhead

· $257 million SOY budget (estimate)

· Went over each report and Tom Iverson would like to see a new province created because projects need to be separated out from technical support.  Thus a new "Province" has been added to the program, "Program Support".  This is to accommodate the separation of the Overhead/Support/Placeholder Projects from the more formal "Systemwide Projects".  Previously all these were in the "Systemwide" Province.

2. Roy Beaty/Steve Thiesfeld - 1999-024-00, Assess bull trout populations in the Columbia Gorge.

· Modify statement of work to satisfy BiOp requirements

· Study bull trout in 4 tributaries in Columbia Province - Wind, White Salmon, Klickitat, Little White

· Discussed ways to approach this - go thru CBFWA process or emergency process?

· With-in year budget mod request - change $ or change in scope

· Tom Iverson will place process steps on CBFWA web page

· WDFW requests a change in scope/objectives and an additional $57K for project #1999-024-00: Bull trout population assessment in the Columbia River Gorge, WA.  The change -- requested by BPA to better satisfy USFWS BiOp requirements for bull trout -- will enable WDFW to develop methods for capturing bull trout that use the mainstem FCRPS area. 

· WDFW was advised to complete and submit a request for mid-year change to CBFWA, which will act on the request and make a recommendation to the Council.  According to Council staff, the earliest opportunity for Council deliberation and decision would be at its regular monthly meeting in April, which is too late to begin field work planned for April and May.  BPA, CBFWA, and Council representatives at the meeting believed that WDFW could begin the field work in April within the scope of objective 1 of the present FY01 work statement while awaiting the Council's decision.
3. Dan Warren - Council schedule for consideration of with-in year changes

· Discussed options for council schedule, Tom Iverson will DRAFT two proposals for the with-in year request schedule - 1) 6 months, 2) Quarterly

· Still need to set up an emergency process and outline criteria for emergency

4. Tom Iverson - Projects (Agenda Items 7-13)  All projects below received and plan to go to Fish 4 in March

· 25029 - Westland Ramos Fish Habitat and Restoration Pilot; new project, provides fish passage and invites the question "should it wait for subbasin planning?" John Rowan had a call from lawyers, council staff surprised.

· 200101500 - Echo Meadows Artificial Recharge - didn't submit proposal, but looking for additional dollars

· 25036 - Impacts of Flow Regulations on Riparian Cottonwood Forests Along the Yakima River.  Council should consider, the sponsor submitted final report.

· 200105300, Re-Introduction of Lower Columbia River Chum Salmon into Duncan Creek

· 200100700 - Evaluate Status of Coastal Cutthroat Trout in the Columbia River Basin Above Bonneville Dam.  Should have Roy look at, maybe duplicating efforts instead of modifying his project, this may cover.

· 199107200 - Redfish Lake Sockeye Salmon Captive Broodstock Program & 199700100 - change of scope, add task, build structure and hire a manager
