1995-Present.  Spawner surveys for spring, summer and fall chinook, coho and steelhead are conducted to monitor the spatiotemporal distribution  and total redds deposited.

1995-present.  Juvenile outmigrant monitoring was performed to determine outmigration timing and relative abundance, length frequency distribution and condition factor for three sites in the mainstem Klickitat.

1996-Present.  Water quality and temperature monitoring is ongoing at 28 sites in the mainstem and selected tributaries.

1996-Present.  Habitat inventory has been accomplished for approximately 60% of the tributaries and 10% of the mainstem.

1999-Present.  Twelve sites (3 spawning riffles per site) are being monitored in selected mainstem reaches and tributaries for percent fines.

DNA fin clip samples were collected for steelhead smolts at the lower Klickitat trap and at the Klickitat Hatchery trap.  These samples will be analyzed in FY2001.

Tbe initial EDT habitat reach analysis was produced for spring chinook this summer, and the steelhead version will be produced this fall.
